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Our History

In 1985, PIC establishes the Salt and Chlorine Plant in Kuwait
In October 2000, PIC privatized the Salt and Chlorine plant and
the Company was bought by Ahlia Industrial Projects (AIP)
(later renamed Al Kout Industrial Projects (AIP)), a subsidiary of
Ahlia Investment Company (AIC).

In the year 2003, the plant underwent a major revamping and
plant production capacity was increased from 25 to 75-80 tons
of chlorine per day.

Soon after the expansion in 2003, PAl granted AIP 17,700
square meter of land at Shuaiba to expand its facility.

In the year 2004, AIP acquired KPI Polymers. In 2006 the plant
was sold.

In 2004 AIP entered into a joint venture with Larosa Transport
(60/40)company to deliver our products. Later on, AIP bought
all the shares from Larosa and renamed to Ahlia Logistics and
Transport Company (ALTC).

In April 2007 company was renamed as Al Kout Industrial
Projects (AIP or Al Kout) and its subsidiary to Al Kout Logjistics
and Transport Company (ALTC).

In 2006 AIP signed an agreement to distribute the global
oilfield chemical company Champion Technologies products
in Kuwait

In 2007 AIP started blending Champion Technology products.
In 2009 AIP increased its plant production capacity to 90-

100 tons of Chlorine per
day and PAI approved an
additional land of 28,000
square meters.

In 2010 AIP
increased its production
to reach 125-130 tons of

further

Chlorine per day.

In 2008, AIP acquired KD 15 million stake in Al Dorra Petroleum
Services Company

In 2011 AIP acquired a non - operating Chlor Alkali production
facility at Abu Dhabi — Safwater Chemicals.

In 2012-2013 AIP revamped the Safewater plant and inceased
its capacity from 5 tons to 20 tons of Chlorine per day.

In 2014 PAI granted an additional temporary land of 61,000
square meters for storage and handling to be used for future
projects such as Ferric Chloride.

In 2016 AIP further increased the capacity to 40 tons of
Chlorine per day at Safewater Chemicals — Abu Dhabi

In 2018 AIP acquired United Materials Company - MAWAD a
chemical trading and services company.
